1. Remove the Trimmer from the carton by cutting the box on all four corners and rolling it off the box base.
2. Remove owner's manuals and parts bag.
A Parts bag includes a pair of safety glasses and an allen wrench.
3. Raise the handles.
A Hold the handle with one hand and loosen handle knobs. Do not remove the knobs.
A Raise the handle to the upright position.
A Insure cables are not caught between the two handle parts.
A Tighten the knobs on both sides of the handles.
A Insure handle is secure.
4. Attach the recoil start rope handle to the rope guide.
5. Attach the side shoot safety shield.
A Remove two bolts from the bottom right hand sides of trimmer unibody frame (in front of the wheels).
A Attach shield to bottom of trimmer frame.
5. Make sure all bolts are tight.
